3 “WIN-WIN” WAYS TO CONTRIBUTE

1. Outright gifts of cash, real estate, or 

personal property can make a very 

personal addition to UUCB’s future. A 

gift of appreciated stock can avoid 

capital gains taxes*, especially if held 

for many years with a low basis.

2. Qualified Charitable 

Distribution (QCD) For retired folks 70½ 

years of age, a QCD is a great way to 

give. Each dollar up to $100,000 per 

year can count towards your required 

minimum distribution (RMD) tax-free*. 

RMD’s are otherwise taxed as income. 

An annual QCD also creates a firm 

footing for our church.

3. Bequest naming UUCB as a beneficiary 

of any part of your estate or retirement 

account, savings account, life insurance, 

or annuity can also help avoid estate 

and capital gain taxes*.
